Beams Road next stage works underway

We've started the next stage of the Beams Road upgrade to help keep
Brisbane moving, with works expected to be completed by late 2026.

The works between Carselgrove Avenue and Handford Road will:

+ improve traffic flow by widening the road to 2 lanes in each direction,
removing the bottleneck at Cabbage Tree Creek

+ enhance safety and accessibility with a new shared path and
pedestrian underpass giving walkers and riders a separate passage
to travel along the Cabbage Tree Creek Bikeway

+ deliver environmental benefits with new trees, shrubs and ground
covers, as well as improvements to the downstream channel to
reduce erosion in Cabbage Tree Creek

+ improve fauna connectivity with new fauna ledges, fish passage
improvements, glider poles and fauna rope ladders across Beams Road.

Upgrading Beams Road is part of our commitment to help you get
home sooner and safer.
