Green bin rollout
underway

We're helping households across
Brisbane contribute to a cleaner,
more sustainable city with our

green waste recycling bin rollout.

This year, we added green
waste recycling to our standard
kerbside bin collection service
and in August, we started
distributing new green bins to
eligible households.

To find out when your green bin
is scheduled to be delivered to

your home, visit our website and
type in the name of your suburb.

All stand-alone households will
receive their new 240-litre green
bin by December 2025.

Multi-unit dwellings will not
automatically receive a green
bin. Contact us to check if you're
eligible to opt in.

If you don't want to receive a
green bin, you can also opt out
by submitting an online form by
1 December 2025.
