Eligible not-for-profits can now apply for $10,000 to $200,000 in
funding to upgrade or maintain their community-leased facilities.

Past grant recipients have used the funds to:
¢ install or upgrade sports field lighting
+ undertake building maintenance

+ plan and design works that create more diverse uses of the facility
and improve accessibility.
