Welcome and introductions
Annete Cupitt began by acknowledging the traditional owners of the meeting place and welcomed everybody to the third Community Planning Team (CPT) meeting for the Nathan, Salisbury, Moorooka Neighbourhood Plan (NSMNP).
Annete thanked everyone for giving up their time to once again contribute to the project. Annete introduced the Council team that is managing the planning process and assisting to guide the evening’s activities. Annete also introduced the project consultants, Urbis, represented by Jess Carmichael, Kris Krpan, April Tehan, Paul Riga, and Claudia Pegler, who will assist during the meeting.
Councillor Steve Griffiths, Councillor for Moorooka Ward, attended the meeting, and was introduced by Annete. 
Annete then reminded members about the CPT Terms of Reference (ToR) and also displayed the group agreement made at the first meeting. An overview of the agenda was then presented to CPT members.

CPT member Barbara then displayed a panel from the historic Moorooka Mural, explaining its background and significance.
CPT2 Recap
Annete provided a quick reminder of the work and discussions undertaken by the CPT at their second meeting, notably:

· A visioning activity to prioritise statements and issues.
· A presentation that helped us to look forward to the type of neighbourhood we want to see.
· An activity to contemplate areas that might be suitable for some change and areas that should stay the same. The results of the activities are included in minutes.
· An opportunity to complete feedback forms to help Council conduct effective CPT meetings.
Land use and built form
Lisa Murphy presented different types of land use and built form that may occur in the area, ahead of the night’s activity. There are many different types of land use, though the most common land uses in an urban or suburban area are residential, commercial, industrial, community, accommodation and mixed use. 
Lisa explained that within each land use type, there are a range of built form outcomes that can occur. Built form refers to the scale, layout and appearance of a building or group of buildings and relates to its impact on the street and neighbourhood. Built form is made up of many different components such as lot size and dimensions, density, building height, setbacks, and access and parking. 
Examples of a variety of land uses and built forms were shown, notably:

· Residential – traditional detached housing, with both character and modern designs.

· Residential – attached terrace housing on small lots, townhouses, duplexes and apartments.
· Commercial, industrial and mixed use – multi-storey office buildings, mixed industrial and commercial premises, re-use of historic industrial buildings for shops, offices, cafes etc.
The various lot size and dimensions, density, building height, setback arrangements, and access and parking arrangements were discussed for each example. 

CPT members then took a short break for refreshments before continuing the meeting.

Activity: Key focus areas
Annete introduced the topic of key focus areas for discussion in an activity. The key focus areas have been identified because they were commonly brought up in feedback and ideas presented so far, or in background research studies. Further feedback was needed to understand CPT members aspirations for the land use and built form outcomes in these areas. The key focus areas are not the only areas where change may occur, and opportunities to discuss other areas were also available. 
Kris Krpan (Urbis) then explained the planning context and key features of each of the four key focus areas, emphasizing the boundaries are not final and should be discussed during the activity.
The key focus areas identified were:

· Area 1: Magic Mile precinct

· Area 2: Salisbury Station precinct

· Area 3: Evans Road precinct

· Area 4: Salisbury precinct

An activity table was allocated to each area, with additional tables for CPT members to comment on other areas within the neighbourhood plan study area, and to comment on policy ideas that may apply more broadly. CPT members were asked to consider the types of land use and built form outcomes that may be appropriate for each area. 
CPT members were invited to choose how they spent their time during the activity, with flexibility to visit one, several, or all, of the activity tables. 
At the activity’s conclusion, activity sheets, maps and drawings were placed on display boards, and a facilitator from each table reported back to the group on the highlights of their discussions. Details of the feedback provided can be found at APPENDIX A to these minutes. 
Next steps and meeting conclusion
Annete thanked all present for their enthusiasm, passion and commitment to the night’s activities and throughout the CPT meetings, and provided a review of where we are in the neighbourhood planning process.
Annete reminded members of the composition of the CPT and that all members self-nominated. The CPT meetings are one input of many in the background research stage of the process, alongside the initial online survey and interactive map, technical studies, and targeted stakeholder engagement. 
Following background research, it is expected that the neighbourhood plan draft strategy will be released for public comment in mid-2020, with feedback informing the draft neighbourhood plan. Annete reminded members of the various ways in which they and the community can be informed and involved, through newsletters, registering for project updates, giving feedback at information kiosks, by email, phone and letters.

Annete extended thanks to all who contributed to the CPT process, from the Council staff who managed all aspects of the neighbourhood plan process, the consultants from Urbis, Councillor Griffiths and especially the CPT members, whose input and enthusiasm makes the process worthwhile.

Sonia Kirby offered final thanks to CPT members for their contributions and invited all to keep in touch as the project moves forward.

The meeting closed at 8.26pm.
CPT members raised questions at times before and during the meeting. Full details of the responses to these questions are provided at APPENDIX B to these Minutes.

APPENDIX A

Activity: Key focus areas
Area 1: Magic Mile precinct
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Figure 1: Magic Mile precinct

· Variety of views expressed on future land use for this precinct.

· Observation that car yards are declining. Opportunities to transition to different land uses such as residential (with a mix of housing types), retirement facilities, commercial, retail.

· Variety of views expressed relating to future use of industrial land on the western side of Ipswich Road with support to retain existing industry uses, and also support to allow for residential uses, commercial uses, an Arts Centre, or community facilities.

· Support for environmentally friendly development and green space. Opportunity to provide a public park along the creek.

· Different opinions provided on the appropriate height with some CPT members suggesting low-rise buildings, some CPT members suggesting 5-6 storeys and others suggesting up to 10 storeys. Possible transition with higher buildings closest to the railway and lower buildings closest to existing residential areas. 
· Buildings should provide awnings, wide footpaths and contribute to a village type feel. 

· Opportunities to improve active transport connections and provide more public car parking around the station. 

· Opportunities to better connect the railway station and Moorooka shops on Beaudesert Road, and local schools.
· Improvements to streetscape and safety suggested (e.g. lighting, buildings providing surveillance of streets). 

· Potential to retain identity of the ‘Magic Mile’ as a landmark, and to recognise Aboriginal cultural heritage.
· Option to reduce the number of vehicle access points along Ipswich Road and create a service road type rear access to service future mixed use buildings.
Area 2: Salisbury Station precinct
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Figure 3: Salisbury station precinct

· Suggestions to adjust precinct boundary to account for connections to the railway station. 

· Suggestions for higher density (5-6 storeys) residential development (including retirement and accommodation opportunities) around the station, with a need to balance respect for character housing. 

· Support for building heights that step down where adjoining lower density housing, to manage the interface between new and existing buildings.

· Consider flooding constraints if changing land uses. 

· Consider providing incentives for ‘green’ buildings such as additional building height. 

· Opportunities for more green space including a green link along creek corridors. 

· Opportunities to improve active transport connections to and along the creek and through to Griffith University. Opportunity to promote multi-modal travel (active and public transport combined).
· Opportunities to improve active transport connectivity to Salisbury school and shops as it is currently not a comfortable pedestrian environment. 

· Need for more parking around the railway station, and improvements to station accessibility. 

· Opportunities for some commercial uses around the station as it becomes more heavily used.

Area 3: Evans Road precinct
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Figure 4: Evans Road precinct

· Value the range of small scale, low impact business activities occurring, which contribute to a local economy and sense of community. Happy for these to continue, including ancillary or small-scale retail type activities, which help make the precinct a community destination.

· Residents value the Chrome Street area and festival that runs each year.

· Would support other initiatives such as a community building or space as a focal point for the precinct. One suggestion was a library building with multi-purpose spaces.

· Future opportunities to repurpose interesting older or heritage buildings for business or community uses is supported, rather than needing to build new buildings.
· Not supportive of the existing plastics facility continuing in the longer term, feel this shouldn’t be a heavy industry area.

· Opportunity for a sustainability themed business incubator and community space. Area already has a sustainability theme and university is nearby. 

· Redevelopment south of Fairlawn St should be of an intensity suitable to the existing road network and of an appropriate form for the surrounding residential character and bushfire risk. The residential pocket east of Toohey Rd would benefit from a high amenity village precinct with convenience shops as part of redevelopment.
· Visual amenity, shade and safe pedestrian crossing points could be improved on Evans Rd, as the entrance point and connector road to this precinct.
· Would be good if future development continued to enhance the precinct as a community hub with high pedestrian amenity and linkages to surrounding areas.

Area 4: Salisbury precinct
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Figure 5: Salisbury precinct

· The area provides convenient access to some light industrial uses, but many buildings are run-down and the area feels unsafe.

· Opportunities to re-use historic industrial buildings. 

· Opportunity to create “green spine” along Rocky Water Holes Creek including active transport connections.

· Support for existing industry, new industry, shared spaces, artisan/ creative industries, agri-business and community hubs / multi-purpose function space.

· Support for entry statements into the precinct along Evans Road.

· Support to improve walking connections from Salisbury station and east-west connections through the precinct.  

· Opportunities to include art work and lighting throughout the precinct.

· Opportunities to improves streetscapes with more trees, particularly along Evans Road and Assembly Street. 

· Opportunities to improve road and pedestrian connections and increase safety, particularly at the intersection of Evans Road and Orange Grove Road and along Assembly Street.

· Opportunities to connect the Salisbury precinct and Evans Road precinct (physically and at a business level).

· Option to expand the boundary to include the training centre on the eastern side of Beaudesert Road, and industrial buildings on the western side of Beaudesert road. 

· Opportunities to allow for other businesses that support the training centre such as small-scale retail and food and drink uses.

Table 5: Other areas
· Support for ageing in place and providing mixed-use outcomes and different types of housing in the local area, particularly around railway stations, shops and greenspace. Opportunity for housing choice in Moorooka between Ipswich Road and Beaudesert Road. 
· Different opinions provided on the appropriate height with some CPT members suggesting low-rise but more compact forms such as terrace housing, and others suggesting up to 7 storeys in particularly well-located areas. 

· Suggestion to allow additional storeys for buildings that show excellence in sustainability and design.
· Student accommodation encouraged, particularly close to Griffith University.

· Opportunity for Griffith University to increase density within its current footprint, to protect Toohey Forest but allow for a wider mix of on-campus uses including aged care, retirement and commercial uses.
· Opportunity to consolidate “knowledge uses” around Griffith University, in collaboration with QEII hospital, with opportunities to re-use other areas for eco-tourism or conference activities.
· Opportunities to create green corridors along Rocky Water Holes, Moolabin Creek.

· Support improvements to active transport infrastructure and connecting missing links.

· Create a safe connection between Griffith University and the future Metro services.
Table 6: Policy ideas
· Support for ageing in place and providing different types of housing such as small-lot houses.

· Create connections between Griffith University and local industries and business, including advanced technology and manufacturing.
· Support for student accommodation close to Griffith University.

· Opportunities to create international partnerships with local business areas.

· Support for providing more dog parks throughout the area.

· Opportunity to support building energy efficiency with use of roof space for communal solar energy for residential areas.

· Create wildlife crossings at Toohey Road.
· Improve active transport connections throughout the area and consider the future needs for e-bikes etc. 

· Reduce regulation to provide opportunities for communities to enhance small pocket green spaces. 
APPENDIX B

Questions 

Q: Is it anticipated there will be protections in the neighbourhood plan so that any new/expanded allowable uses of industrial property do not impinge on the existing allowable uses of industrial land in the area?
A: User and residential amenity is a key consideration if investigating options to expand land uses in or surrounding industrial areas. Currently, Brisbane City Plan 2014 uses the Industrial amenity overlay and provisions within the Industry code, to help prevent any incompatible land uses from being located in the same area, and to manage any potential impacts where they may occur. These provisions will be reviewed as part of the neighbourhood plan process to ensure an appropriate mix of land uses occurs and that any potential impacts can be managed, for both industrial uses and other uses. 
Q: How will Cross River Rail upgrades impact Moorooka and Salisbury railway stations and the wider area?

A: The Queensland Government has announced that stations from Fairfield to Salisbury (including Moorooka) will be upgraded as part of the Cross River Rail project https://crossriverrail.qld.gov.au/stations-routes/salisbury-to-fairfield-line/. 
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
