Brisbane City Council is working with the community to create the Nathan, Salisbury, Moorooka Neighbourhood Plan. In late 2019, Council formed a Community Planning Team (CPT) to provide local knowledge and input as part of the background research stage. When forming a CPT, Council aims to include a representative mix of people from across the community, normally with a membership of around 25-30 people.
