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PARK(ing) Day terms and conditions
These terms and conditions set out all information regarding the Brisbane PARK(ing) Day 2019 event (Event), run by Brisbane City Council (Council). 

1. Eligibility
To be eligible to participate in the Event, participants must:

a) fully and legibly complete all sections of the online registration form available at https://www.eventbrite.com.au/e/parking-day-2019-tickets-64588170958.
b) be available to participate in the Event on Friday 20 September 2019 (the Event Day) in accordance with condition 3 of these terms and conditions.

c) if they are an organisation or community group, hold public and product liability insurance suitable for the nature and capacity of the Event with an insurer authorised by the Australian Prudential Regulation Authority to a value of $20 million per occurrence.

Whilst Council employees and contractors are able to participate in the Event they are not eligible to receive a prize.

2. How to enter
a) Participants must complete the registration form online available at https://www.eventbrite.com.au/e/parking-day-2019-tickets-64588170958.
b) Applications open at 9:00am AEST Tuesday 16 July 2019 and close at 5:00pm AEST on Monday 12 August 2019. Any entries submitted after this time, will not be accepted.

c) Participants may request either one single or one double bay car parking site (PARK) to use as part of the Event. Requests for double bays will be considered after the applications close, dependant on availability of PARKs. 

d) Specific PARKs will be allocated and communicated via email to participants after applications close.  

e) Applications will be approved at the sole discretion of Council. Submission of an application does not ensure applicants will be allocated a PARK for the Event.

3. Event Day
a) Council will endeavour to secure allocated PARKs but cannot guarantee they will be clear of a parked vehicle on the Event Day due to circumstances outside of Council’s control. 

b) Allocated PARKs will be available for the Event from 8:00am to 4:00pm AEST on the Event Day.

c) All PARKs must be set up by 10:00am AEST and remain in place until 2:30pm AEST and be manned by at least one person at all times on the Event Day.

d) Participants must vacate their PARK no later than 4:00pm AEST on the Event Day, ensuring the PARK is left in a clean and clear condition. Participants will be liable for any cleaning costs should Council be required to remove any items or clean the PARK.

4. PARK set up
a) PARK concepts and installation plans must be finalised and emailed to parkingday@brisbane.qld.gov.au for Council approval by 5:00pm AEST, Friday 26 August 2019.

b) PARKs must be set up within the boundaries of the allocated space and must not obstruct any roadways or footpaths.
c) Ball games are not permitted in PARKs.

d) Loose or uncovered material (for example sand, dirt gravel etc.) is not permitted in PARKs.

e) The Event is a non-alcoholic and smoke free event. Any participants smoking or consuming alcohol at the Event will be asked to leave. 

f) No power will be available to the PARKs.

g) Selling or giving out food and beverage products at the PARKs is prohibited. 
h) BBQ’s/sausage sizzles are prohibited at PARKs.
i) Selling merchandise is prohibited at PARKs. 

j) The costs of designing and installing the PARK is at the participants own cost and the use of recycled and sustainable materials is strongly encouraged.
k) Single use bottles, balloons, plastic straws and single-use plastic bags are not to be used in PARKs or given away. To maximise the sustainability of the PARK, please visit the Event sustainability guidelines. Specific sustainability requirements for PARKs will be sent to successful applicants after the application closing date via email.
l) PARKs must not contain:
i. pornography, obscenities, hate or racist material, or promote or incite violence or illegal acts; 

ii. any derogatory, defamatory, disparaging or otherwise negative content or statements relating to, or about, Council; or

iii. references to any political party, any member of a political party, or contain content or material of a political nature or which expresses views that are political in nature. 

Any PARK that breaches this condition 4(m) will immediately be removed. The participant shall be permanently excluded from participating in the Event and may be excluded from participating in any future Brisbane PARK(ing) Day event.
m) Council reserves the right to refuse or demand the participant to modify or remove and display that is entry deemed, in Council’s absolute discretion, unsuitable for public viewing.
5. Safety
a) Each PARK must be set up in a safe manner ensuring no section of the display obstructs the road, footpath or have the potential to fall onto the road, footpath or onto members of the public. 

b) Participants must not move, tamper or remove any fencing or road safety devices that have been installed during the Event.

c) No gas bottles or generators are permitted in the PARKs.

d) PARKs need to be built to withstand wind and rain however, in the event of extreme weather the Event may need to be cancelled. 

e) Participants must obey any instructions given on the Event Day by Council, Queensland Police Service, traffic control or emergency services. 

f) Participants must bring a first aid kit on the day for their team members’ use. 

6. Judging and prizes
a) There are two (2) prizes available for the Event, these prizes are:

i. Judges’ Award for Best PARK – $500 Visa Gift Card and trophy

ii. Judges’ Highly Commended Award – $250 Visa Gift Card and trophy

b) The Judges’ Award for Best PARK and Judges’ Highly Commended Award will be recommended by a panel of judges and approved by Council on the Event Day.
c) The prizes are not exchangeable or transferable and cannot be redeemed for cash. Any additional expenses incurred by the prize winners, other than those outlined in these terms and conditions are the responsibility of the prize winners.
d) The Judges’ Award for Best PARK and Highly Commended Award will be awarded based on the criteria “is the PARK vibrant, creative and people-friendly?”
e) The decisions of Council will be final and no further correspondence will be entered into.

f) The Visa gift cards will be provided to the winners on the Event Day while the trophies will be engraved and will be mailed to the winners postal address, provided to Council on their application form. 
7. No Liability of the Promoter
a) Council accepts no responsibility or liability for any damage, loss, costs, inconvenience, expenses, liability, claims, demands, actions, proceedings, injury (including death) or dispute due to or arising out of, directly or indirectly, the actions or omissions (whether wilful, negligent or otherwise) of Council (including any officer or employee), or any user (including yourself), or any third party provider in conjunction with this Event. 

8. Insurance
a) The Event is a public event. As such, any organisations or community groups participating in the Event are required to hold public and product liability insurance with a minimum insurance cover value of $20 million. A copy of the insurance policy must be emailed to parkingday@brisbane.qld.gov.au by 5:00pm AEST, Friday 26 August 2019.

b) If a participant is an individual and does not have public and product liability insurance, a Council officer will be in contact to discuss options or special arrangements. 
9. Force majeure 

a) In the case of the intervention of any outside agent or event which naturally changes the result or prevents or hinders its determination, including but not limited to vandalism, power failures, tempests, natural disasters, acts of God, civil unrest, strikes; Council may in its absolute discretion cancel the Event.
b) Council will not be liable to participants for any costs associated with or caused as a result of the cancellation of the Event.
10. Privacy, photography and video consent
a) By entering into and participating in the Event, participants consent to their personal information provided on the application form being collected, stored and used by Council or its agents for the purposes of promoting the Event and to provide them with information in relation to other Council events and future PARK(ing) Day events. If the participant wishes to unsubscribe from Council’s database for this purpose, the participant must contact the Council’s Customer Contact Centre on (07) 3403 8888 or email parkingday@brisbane.qld.gov.au with the words “UNSUBSCRIBE – PARK(ing) Day”. 

b) Photographs and video will be taken throughout the Event Day and may be used in a number of mediums by Council, including publications and promotional materials. 

c) By participating in the Event participants agree to allow Council to perpetually use and publish any photograph and/or video, without compensation, which may contain an image of the participant in any of Council’s, website, social media, publications or other promotional material, in print or online.

d) Participants should be aware that by Council publishing the photograph and/or video on the internet, it will be accessible to the public and Council will have limited control over its subsequent use and disclosure.

11. General conditions
a) Council reserves the right to modify these terms and conditions at any time and to cancel or amend the Event at any time without notice or further recourse to the participants.
