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AP259 BRISBANE GREEN BUILDINGS INCENTIVE POLICY GUIDELINE

OVERVIEW 

This guideline has been developed to support AP259 Brisbane Green Buildings Incentive Policy (Policy).
APPLICABILITY

This guideline will assist Council in assessing and deciding applications made for incentive payments in accordance with the Policy. 

LEGISLATION

This guideline is to be applied in accordance with the Planning Act 2016, Brisbane City Plan 2014, the Brisbane Infrastructure Charges Resolution and the New World City Design Guide - Buildings that Breathe.
