Executive Summary 

Location
Located in the beating heart of Brisbane’s CBD, the Kangaroo Point Green Bridge will link the city centre and Kangaroo Point peninsula making it easier to walk or ride between Brisbane’s eastern suburbs and the CBD. The 460-metrelong bridge will connect the corner of Alice Street and Edward Street in the CBD, and Scott Street at Kangaroo Point.
The opportunity 
Brisbane City Council is proud to present two food and beverage opportunities on the Kangaroo Point Green Bridge for

lease for 10 years, with an option for a further term of 10 years. 
This is an extremely unique opportunity to secure absolute waterfront food and beverage destination tenancies in what will be one of Brisbane’s most iconic locations. The two tenancies will be offered separately or together.
Available date
Construction on the Kangaroo Point Green Bridge is underway with expected completion by early 2024. Handover to tenant/s for fit-out of the food and beverage facilities will be provided once the base shells of the facilities have been constructed, which is anticipated to be in

late 2023. 

Council will work with the successful tenant/s to ensure the food and beverage facilities are ready for operation at them time of bridge opening.

Tenancies 

Elevated restaurant and bar
The larger of the two food and beverage facilities will be elevated above the bridge deck on the approach to the city landing, affording panoramic views of the CBD, Brisbane River, Story Bridge, Kangaroo Point Cliffs and City Botanic Gardens. This approximately 380m2 space will take advantage of the city’s outdoor lifestyle with a combination of indoor and alfresco seating.
City landing café
The smaller, approximately 90m2 space will be located at the city landing to capitalise on a new urban plaza being created where Edward and Alice streets meet the Brisbane River. The plaza will be located at the entrance to the City Botanic Gardens and the start of the Kangaroo Point Green Bridge, providing a gateway for residents and tourists to the CBD and riverside boardwalks.

With more than 6100 trips expected on the bridge per day by 2036, the green bridge will enable workers, residents and visitors to move quickly and easily around Brisbane’s inner-city precincts.

The food and beverage opportunities on the bridge and at the city landing will provide a new entrance statement to the CBD, enhancing lifestyle and leisure opportunities for residents and encouraging tourism by providing unrivalled views of the river’s natural landscapes and city skyline.
Procurement overview

Brisbane City Council is seeking proposals from potential operators for the food and beverage opportunities on the Kangaroo Point Green Bridge.
The first stage of procurement will involve a Registration of Interest process to allow Council to identify parties with the prerequisite experience and capability to successfully operate the food and beverage opportunities.

Parties that are interested in submitting a proposal must first register their interest. Successful applicants will then be invited to participate in a Request for Proposal process.
The Registration of Interest process will close at 12pm Australian Eastern Standard Time on Friday 8 July 2022. Late registrations will be considered at Council’s discretion.

Successful applicants will be issued the full and final Request for Proposal document via Council’s Supplier Portal on Friday 15 July 2022, which will include the relevant design and tenancy information and the proposed terms and conditions. Submissions will close at 12pm Australian Eastern Standard Time on Friday 9 September 2022.
